sounds and formation. This work will greatly assist
beginning readers and all students with writing and spelling. Congratulations to
this group for adding these skills to our teaching repertoire. The second team
have focussed on school improvement and looking at what we consider to be the
essential curriculum for our students.

A key point to come out of the teams work has been the need to maximise
student time spent on task and engaged in learning that challenges and extends
each individual student. We have moved to reduce class interruptions, shorten
assembly times and insist students are ready for class at the end of the music
each recess and lunchtime.

The pull of gravity on any object determines the
weight of an object. This means that when a
body floats, the downward pull of gravity and the
upward force of buoyancy must be equal. The
floating object is then in a state of equilibrium and
the weight of the object, as determined by gravity,
is exactly counterbalanced by the buoyant force,

Head Lice Information

‘H DUH DVNLQJ WKDW DOO SDUHQ\
signs of lice infestation. The lice, which are up to 2mi
long, are often hard to find because they move around
the head. Therefore, you should belimg for theeggsor
nits. Eggs appear as tiny silvery white specks attached
the hair shaft near the scalp. Dandruff and hairspray
look similar but these are easily brushed away, the eggs
not. Other signs of lice infestation may be a red st
scratch marks on the scalp, nape of the neck or behind
ears.

If your child has head lice it is easily treated. After usir
appropriate treatment available from your local pharmac
use a fine tooth comb to remove the dead lice and eg
Eggs needio be removed from the hair as they do not
necessarily die with treatment and may hatch, which
will mean a constant cycle of renfestation. Any articles,
which may harbour lice such as clothes, towels and b
linen, should be washed in hot water and dgtet. Ten
minutes in the clothes drier is also helpful. Combs ai
brushes should also be washed in hot soapy water.

As head lice are highly contagious it is suggested that y
examine and treat all members of the family at the sal
time. Frequent and regul hair combing and brushing is
recommended in an effort to minimise the occurrence
head lice infestation.

If head lice are found, parents/guardians should tre
immediately, and notify the school. Children infected wit
head lice must be excluded frosthool according to
