Prior to the program commencing our students
had their bikes and helmets checked for size and
roadworthiness. During the program our students
rode their bikes in the school grounds practising
steering, balance and stopping. They were also
taught traffic skills of positioning, scanning and
signalling. Our Year 5& 6 students went on a fun
bike ride to Bicentennial Park in Chelsea and
enjoyed their lunch and a play on the equipment
while they were there. Mr Chant and senior
students who love a challenge enjoyed Le Tour
de Bay. They rode to Elwood and back on a
beautiful day. Our beginner riders were catered
for in a 1:1 situation thanks to Nancy Morrison &
Chris Pullman.

A big Thank you to the parents, teachers and
teachers in training who helped with Bike Ed.
Without your support we would not be able to run
such an important program. A special mention to
Bronwen Peterson who has helped with
numerous Bike Ed. days and Le Tour de Bay.

Please note, riding to school during peak hour on
busy roads is a dangerous exercise. Parents
Sshould assess their
allowing them to ride to and from school. Itis
recommended that parents help their child use
the safest route to school by avoiding major
roads. For example try to avoid Warrigal Road,
where it intersects with Como Parade East &
West with the roundabout and train line. There
are quieter roads that can be used as an
alternative.

Please follow these bike rules when riding your
bike to and from school:

1. Always wear a correctly and securely
fitted helmet that meets the Australian
safety standards.

2. Walk (not ride or scoot) the bike
through the school grounds between
8:45 am and 4.00 pm weekdays.

3. Walk the bike safely over pedestrian and

rail crossings.

4, Have a lock on your bike at school.

5. Wear closed toe footwear.

6. Keep to the left of paths and slow down

near pedestrians.

7. Dinking is unsafe and is not permitted.

8. Have at least one hand on the

handlebars.

9. Have a properly working brake.

10. Have a properly working warning device
(bell or horn).
