From the Principal 
A reminder that 

Term 2 finishes next Friday at 2.30pm. Term 3

 July. 

One of our greatest concerns about student welfare

phone home and contact families to collect unwell children. We all have a 
duty of care to reduce possible infection being spread and this is best 
served by unwell children remaining away from school until they have fully 
recovered.

Yesterday we installed a new lighting rig into the multipurpose room. This 
welcome addition to the school will help us create a performance 
environment for the students who are Puttin’ On The Hits next week.

This week we have had surveyors and project managers visit the school 
to work out the details of building works planned at the school as part of the

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Connex Tigers in Schools 

The Connex Tigers in Schools program 
visited Mentone Primary School last 

week to run a fun and active clinic, 
combining footy training with tips for 

safe train travel.    

Connex have partnered with the 

Richmond Football Club to form the 
Connex Tigers in Schools, a free 

program targeted at children aged 
seven to twelve years. The Connex 

Tigers team travel around to primary 
schools teaching footy basics such as 

handballing, marking and kicking, 
followed by  a train safety presentation.  

Students  learnt about the five key 

messages  for train safety:  

1.  Only cross train tracks at a 
pedestrian crossing.  

2.  Stand behind the yellow line s when 
waiting at the train platform.  

     3. Keep the doorways clear when 

people are leaving the train.  

     4. Offer your train seat to the elderly or 

disabled passengers.  

     5. Hold your bag on your lap or under 

your seat.
