From the Principal  
With the NAPLAN testing in years 3 and 5 
completed, our Prep Team have commenced the 
collection of data around prep entry into school and 
the range of skills our children have and develop 
when they commence schooling.

This week I have been managing my way through some of our older boys 
behaving inappropriately in the playground. Can I reinforce to all our 
families that we work hard at setting high standards of behaviour at the 
school and we expect all children to work towards doing their best in all they 
do.

Next Tuesday evening, May 26th we are holding a Building and Grounds 
meeting in the staffroom to establish the next phase of the grounds 
redevelopment and set into place some plans to have the school looking its 
best all the time.

Today we had news regarding the funding of refurbishment and building 
programs made available by the Federal Labour government. We have 
been notified by the Office of Mark Dreyfus , Member for Isaacs ,that we 
have been allocated $150,000 to undertake projects under the Federal 
Government program ,ôNational School Prideô. Congratulations to all 
involved and we look forward to using this money to improve our school. 
 

Thankyou to all those families who visited our Book Fair this week. It was 
great to see the love of reading with so many of our children. Also, thankyou 
to Mrs Popper for organizing the stall. 
 

The colder weather sees children wearing all sorts of jackets, scarves, hats 
and outer wear. The school has a clearly defined uniform policy that outlines 
colours that are within the policy guidelines. The policy can be viewed at 
http://www.mentoneps.vic.edu.au/about_us/our_policies.htm and we ask 
also that all items of uniform are clearly named to assist in the prompt return 
of any lost items. 
In the coming weeks Mr. Bernau, Mrs. Lumsden and I will be undertaking 
some work on developing our ability to support and lead the work of the 
school staff and community. Mr. Gary OôMahoney, a retired Principal and 
consultant will work with us and coach us in developing new skills and 
refining our current abilities. This project is part of our ongoing performance 
development program and we are getting ready by completing surveys, 
reading books and looking at how we are involved in leading our school.
