The following is from Mia and Jaya 
Prestige's Grandma, June Minchinton. 
  

I grew up in the country in the Western Districts 
of Victoria on a farm.  My schooling days were 
between 1935-1944.We all walked long distances 
to school or rode a pony. There were 35 students 
and one teacher. The Union Jack flag was hoisted 
each Monday and we all sang the National 
Anthem (God save the King) We wrote with pen 
and ink and used blotting paper. Games at school 
were: Humpty, Marbles, Drop the hankie, 
Oranges and Lemons, Hop Scotch, Skipping. Sport 
was Rounder's, Tennis, Netball, football. We 
competed with other schools once a year. 
Punishment for the boys was the Strap, the girls a 
ruler across the knuckles. A school Inspector was 
feared by all....especially our teacher. He would 
arrive without warning and show his authority. 
My school days were special to me and I never 
wanted to miss a day. 

 
From Rileyôs grandmother Beryl Dix: 
What do I remember about starting school in 
1938? Every day, because I was four and a 
half, enjoyed my afternoon sleep on my very 
own mat under my desk. 
Our assemblies every Monday morning when 
the whole school lined up to sing the National 
Anthem and salute the flag. It was very 
impressive! 
On a Wednesday we went to the local baths 
for P.E. Very early in our school lives we 
were taught to swim well. It was a very cold 
pool so to keep warm we were very 
energetic. 
I canôt remember what we were asked to 
learn but we were well prepared for Grade 1. 
We loved our teacher and did exactly what 
we were asked to do. I can still recall learning 
the times table: we would all sing them in 
tune. 
Most of us walked to school on our own. I 
also walked home for lunch. It was a long 
day, we finished at 4pm. 
Unfortunately a lot of our teachers had to 
leave our school and serve in the armed 
forces.
